Primary area of activity and its relationship to OAS activities:

The Latin American Industrial Association is an international, non-governmental, non-profit association that is considered to be the highest entity representing the major organizations in private industry in Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Puerto Rico, Uruguay, and Venezuela.


Its primary mission is to represent and defend the common interests of the industrial sector of the region, and to promote exchange and cooperation among its members.

The chief mission of the AILA is to bring together the entities that are most representative of private industry in Latin America countries with market economy systems.
