Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities
The main objective of Centro Ciudadano Asociación Civil is to support the economic and social development of Argentina.  Its activities are related to those of the OAS in the following areas:
· Promote strengthening of democratic institutions;

· Propose well-designed public policy to accelerate social and economic development;

· Promote the international exchange of information, projects, and resources of democratic institutions by establishing cooperative relations between governments and nongovernmental organizations;

· Foster education and citizen participation by establishing academic institutions that encourage dialogue, forums, and debate on development, democracy, health, and education topics;

· Advocate public intervention that works to prevent violence against children and prevent drug addiction;

· Promote and protect the defense of human rights.

Identification of the OAS work areas in which the CSO proposes to support ongoing activities or to make recommendations on the best way to achieve OAS objectives
Centro Ciudadano Asociación Civil’s activities in the area of social development can work to further OAS projects and initiatives.  In particular, it can assist the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization in the following ways:
· Promote the design and implementation of projects developed by the Department for the Promotion of Good Governance in the Secretariat for Political Affairs (SPA) that work to strengthen democratic institutions;

· Collaborate with the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) through the programs of CICAD to combat drug addiction among teenagers;


· Participate in civil society dialogues taking place at OAS General Assemblies and in the Summit of the Americas Process;

· Monitor and promote the implementation of the mandates of the Plan of Action of the Fourth Summit of the Americas that aim to strengthen regional cooperation and mobilize resources to fight consumption of illicit drugs and psychotropic substances;

· Disseminate studies on poverty and social issues to the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) and on drug use for the CICAD program, “Program to Estimate the Human, Social, and Economic Cost of Drugs in the Americas.”
